For many years the Hunts Point community has held Clean Up Day. It's a
wonderful event for residents to connect while spending time beautifying our
community. Most recently we have focused on the Wetherill Nature Preserve
which the Town of Hunts Point owns half of.  
 
Out of concern for the health and safety of our community and in line with "stay
home stay safe" orders by Governor Jay Inslee this year's Clean Up Day has
been canceled. While we might not be able to donate our time and workpower,
funds budgeted for the event will be donated to the Wetherill Nature Preserve
which will help fund future planting and site rehabilitation projects.

Safe Start Washington - Phase 1
Many of you already know that on May 4, 2020, Governor Inslee extended
Washington State’s “Stay Home – Stay Healthy” order until May 31 and shared a
phased for gradually reopening services and businesses and lifting the limitations
on other activities in the coming weeks.



We are now in Phase 1. Essential businesses will remain open, and some
previously non-essential businesses will be allowed to reopen. Many local
businesses still have restrictions on their operations; for any business not listed
here, please check the business’ website or give them a call for more
information. In addition, some construction, including residential construction can
resume, and some outdoor recreation is now allowed with physical distancing.

During Phase 1, Hunts Point Town Hall will remain closed to the public. Essential
services, such as police and fire continue, but Town staff are working
remotely. Staff are periodically checking telephone and email messages to
answer general inquiries and specific questions about other Town business. In
addition, we are now accepting applications for permits, though no new permits
may be issued until further notice, and applications must be submitted
remotely.

As we continue to make sense of what is going on around us and adjust to
changes, please know that this is a moment in time. Things will improve. We aim
to build on our progress, always keeping our shared goals and desired outcomes
foremost.
